Tuscawilla Hills Leash Law Reminder

Tuscawilla Hills has a leash law that is supported by Jefferson County Animal Control Department.  Any dog or cat caught running loose can be picked up and taken to the animal shelter.  It will cost the owner $100.00 to retrieve their animal.  Residents are also asked to clean up after their pets when you take them on a walk.

ATTENTION RESIDENTS:

We ask that parents of young teenagers know where their children are and what they are doing after dark. We have noticed an increase in young people wandering around the development after dark. This increase is centered in the area of Tall Oak Drive and surrounding duplexes. 

This is the same area where past incidents of vandalism have occurred.  Homeowners have reported finding beer bottles and articles of a sexual nature in their yards. We are watching these areas for an increase in young people coming and going to specific properties. We are concerned that many of these comings and goings appear to be unsupervised by a responsible adult or parent. If this continues we will ask the Sheriff to investigate.

We have also noticed an increase in vehicles parked at or near the duplexes. We ask that you read the covenants for your lot number. The covenants restrict the duplexes to one family per unit.
